ADDRESS BY REPRESENTATIVE WILSON ON 
A MATTER OF PERSONAL PRIVILEGE 

The speaker recognized Representative Wilson, who addressed the house 

on a matter of personal privilege, speaking as follows: 

Mr. Speaker and Members: 

I have requested this time today to discuss with you a matter that is. I 

think, of the greatest importance. For a member to request to speak before 

his peers in this body, I think, is one of the highest privileges that is allowed 

for each one of us. I don't take this lightly; I don't take that privilege very 

lightly. Those of you who have known me for the going on 16 years that I've 

been in the house can recall that I have been at this microphone a number of 
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respect each other for our differences. We've got to translate that into our 
institutions of higher educaton, members, and I ask you today to lock arms with 
me in sending a message to those institutions that no longer are we going to 
tolerate racial divisiveness on anybody's part, either way, from any individual 
or any group. If you're going to engage in this kind of activity, you don't 
need to got to school. I don't think you ought to have the right to go to school 
in our great state. I would ask you to work with me in this regard and I think 
we can solve this problem, members, and make this state a better place to live, 
and offer a little bit of the American dream to some of those who feel, at this 
point, left out. Thank you.
