Senate Resolution 7

Senator Dies offered the following
resolution:

Whereas, The Congress of the
United States has wisely provided
for the institution of a project to bring
barge traffic up the Trinity River;
and

Whereas, This project will provide
great economic stimulation to great
areas of Texas as well as provide
competitive freight rates to those
same areas; and

Whereas, It appears it is feasible
to employ the rivers of Fast Texas—
the Sabine, Neches and Angelina and
the reservoirs built and to be built
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in this area for barge transporta-
tion; and

Whereas, Barge transportation
would bring competitive freight rates
and dynamic industrial and agricul-
tural growth to the East Texas area
and materially add to the gross na-
tional product of this Nation; now,
therefore, be it

Resolved, That we, the Senate of
Texas, congratulate the Congress of
the United States for this wise de-
cision to undertake the Trinity Proj-
ect and urge that the necessary funds
be appropriated to accomplish this
result and also urge the Congress to
likewise utilize the Sabine, Neches,
and Angelina rivers, their tributaries
and the other rivers of East Texas
together with the water projects now
built, being built or to be built to
bring barge transportation to the East
Texas area.

provisions necessary or in aid of such
registration systems providing for a
temporary period of registration in
the year 1966 and providing condi-
tions for voting after such registra-
ticn; making other provisions for ef-
feetuating the purposes of this Act,
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including, but not limited to effective
dates; providing for severability; and
declaring an emergency.”

(Senate Concurrent Resolution 3)

Wherean, A chapter in the history of Austin and Central Texas was cloied on
Octeber 2, 1965, with the death of Lemuel Searbrough, 76-year-old president and board
chairman of E. M. Searbrourh and Sons departiment store, whoase enterprise and enthu-
sisgm contributed to the prowth and development of his beloved Capital City: and

Whereas, He was born on September 13, 1889, the son of Emervon Monroe Scar-
brough and Ada Rucker Ledbetter Scarbrough, pioneer residents of Centrel Texas,
and was the only one of the family of five children to be bern in Austin; and

Whereas, The other two boys—E. M. Scarbrough, Jr. and John William Scarbrough
—and two pirls—Ada Pearl Scarbrough and Julin McRae Scarbroush—were born in
Rockdale, where the elder Searbrough was engaged in the mercantile business with
John Hicks under the name of Scarbroush and Hicks: and

Whereas, His mother was a8 member of & pioneer Texas family in Milam County,
near Cameron, and his father had come to Texas after the close of the Civil War by
boat and by horse from White Plains, near Rabbit Town, Alabama; and

Whereas, When the Scarbrough gtore was rebuilt at Sixth and Conpress, it became
the first department store in Texas to become fully air-conditioned, setting & tremd
which has spread statewide: and

Whereas, Lemuel Scarbrourth was a great philanthrepist, who engaged in educational
and culiural benevoleni activities in addition to his mercantile interestas: he estab-
liched the first chair of retailing in the School of Business Administration st The
University of Texas and supported it from 1046 through 1949; he incorporated the
Lemuel Scarbrough Foundation which rave financial aid to the University of Texas
Dental School and M. D. Anderson Hospital and Tumor Institute at Houston, zs well
a3 Seton and St. David’s Hoaspitals in Austin; and

Whereas, He believed in excellence in the eduecational field, and established
“Awards for Excellence in Teaching” which were given from 1963 to 1960 to members
of the teaching profession at The University of Texas, the Austin Public Schools,
Southwestern University at Georgetown, and Austin Collepe at Sherman; and

Whereas, The Texas Legislature wishes to pay tribute to thizs cutstanding philan-
thropist, business and civic leader, who will be mreatly missed by the members of his
family, his many friends, business and civic associates throughout Texas; now, there-
fore, be it

‘Whereas, On August 80, 1965, the City of Austin and the entire State of Texas
suffered a great loss by the death of A. B. Shierlow, president and founder of the
First Federal Savings and Loan Association of Austin; and

Wherens, A native of Bremen, Germany, Mr, Shierlow came to the United States
in 1910 after several wvears spent in Africa managing rubber plantations; and

Whereas, He first settled in Richmond, Virginia, working in the tobacee business,
and later moved to San Franciseo and then to Honolulu, where he engaged in the
automobile business; and

Whereas, He returned to San Francisco about the titne Weorld War I began and
initiated his savings and loan career, dealing in savings and loan shares; and

Whereas, In 1922, he moved to Texrs and became associated with the state’s largest
savings and loan institution, Gibraltar Savings and Loan of Houston, and was instru-
mental in setting up the state’s first savings and lpan branch office in New Braunfels,
of which he became the manager: and

Whereas, He founded First Federal in Austin in 1934, sod remained active in the
business of his company and in the affairs of savings and loan associntions generally
until his death at the age of 72; and

Whereas, This financial executive received many honors in his business field: he
twice served as a director of the Texas Savings and Loan League and held membership
on the federal committee of the United States Savings and Loan League; he had been
scheduled to atitend the Internstional Congress of Building Societies in London in
Qetober, 1965, when he planned also to return to his home country of Germany, but
his untimely death preceded these events; and

Wherens, He was a great sportsman and hunter, and among his trophies he prized
moset bhighly the antlered head of the largest elk bagged in New Mexico; and

‘Whereas, This friendly executive and business leader of our Capital City will be
greatly missed by his friends and associates and the business community of Texas, and
the Texas Legislature wishes to pay tribute to this outstanding Texas citizen who will
long be remembered for his f{riendship and loyalty to those who knew him and who
worked with him ; now, therefore, be it

curring, That by this Resolution the Texas Legislature extends sympathy on their great
loss to the wife and sons of A. B. Shierlow; and be it further
