That the following named em-
ployees retained for a number of
days at the per diem salary speci-
fied in each case to perform such du-
ties as may be required of them in
connection with the business of the
State, viz:

The Secretary of the Senate shall
be retained during the interval be-
tween adjournment of this session
and the convening of the next session
of the Legislature, for which services
he shall receive $900.00 per month,
and in addition thereto he and the
Lieutenant Governor shall be fur-
nished postage, telegraph, telephone,
express and all other expenses inci-
dent to the office.

The Assistant Secretary of the
Senate shall be employed by the Sec-
retary of the Senate and shali be re-
tained during the interval between ad-
journment of this session and the con-
vening of the next session of the Leg-
islature with a salary of $16.00 per
day, and one assistant secretary at
$14.00 per day.

The Lieutenant Governor may em-
ploy such employees as are necessary
for the operation of his office from
the closing of this session and until
the convening of the next session and
shall employ some suitable perason
who shall index and annotate the Leg-
islative Manual for the Senate of the
Fifty-ninth Legiglature, First Called
Session, and provide sufficient copies
thereof to be paid for out of the Con-
tingent Expense Fund for the use of
the members of the Senate.

The Warrant Clerk shall be re-
tained for a period of 28 days at a
salary of $16.00 per day.

The Calendar Clerk shall be re-
tained for a period of 7 days at a
salary of $17.50 per day and the As-
sistant Calendar Clerk for a period of
7 days at a salary of $16.00 per day.

The Journal Clerk shall be retained
for a period of 180 days at $20.00 per
day, and the Assistant Journal Clerk
shall be retained for 180 days at
$16.00 per day.

The Sergeant-at-Arms, R. B, Pate,
shall be retained for 7 days at the
rate of salary he received during the
First Called Session and two assist-
ants for 2 days at $12.00 per day,

The Lieutenant Governor may em-
ploy or retain at $9.00 per day as
many porters as may be necessary,
and a head porter at $14.00 per day.

The Enrolling and Engrossing

Clerk shall be retained 7 days at
$20.00 per day, and 6 assistanis to
assist her shall be retained for 7 days
at $13.00 per day, and 1 assistant for
7 days at $16.00 per day.

The private secretary of each Sen-
ator may be retained for 7 days at
$16.00 per day to perform such du-
ties as may be required of them.

The Mailing Clerk of the Senate
shall be retained for 5 days at $18.00
per day and 1 assigtant for 5 days at
$15.00 per day, and 2 assistants for
5 days at §13.50 per day and 1 as-
sigtant at $14.00 per day for 5 days.

The Postmistress shall be retained
for a period of 7 days at a salary of
$13.00 per day.

The Chairman of the Senate Com-
mittee on Contingent Expenses is
hereby authorized and directed to
cause the Senate Chamber to be
placed in order and an inventory made
of all furniture and fixtures in the
Senate Chamber and in the private
offices of the members, as well as of
the supplies and equipment on hand
in the room of the Sergeant-at-Arms,
and close his books for the First
Called Session of the Fifty-ninth Leg-
islature. He shall also examine rec-
ords and accounts payable out of
the Contingent Expense Fund as shal]
be necessary, properly to approve all
claims and accounts against the Sen-
ate, and no claims or accounts shall
be paid without his consent and ap-
proval, and he shall he entitled to
receive his actual and necessary ex-
penses incurred while in the perform-
ance of such duties during the in-
terim.

Resolved, That there shall be print-
ed 325 volumes of the Senate Journal
of the First Called Session of the
Fifty-ninth Legislature, and when
completed, 250 copies shall be bound

Journals until corrected and published
in accordance with the pre-existing
law as finally approved by the Chair-
man of the Committee on Contingent
Expenses of the Senate. When the
accounts have been certified to by the
Chairman of the Committee on Con-
tingent Expenses of the Senate, said
accounts shall be paid out of the Con-
tingent Expense Fund of the Fifty-
ninth Legislature; and be it further

Resolved, That all salaries herein
authorized to be incurred and paid for
shall be paid out of the per diem and
contingent expense fund of the Fifty-
ninth Legislature upon warrants
signed by the Lieutenant Governor
and the Secretary of the Senate. All
warrants for the payment of mate-
rials, supplies and expenses of the
Senate shall be paid upon warrants
signed by the Lieutenant Governor
and Chairman of the Senate Commit-
tee on Contingent Expenses; and be it
further

Resolved, That the Contingent Ex-
pense Committee iz hereby authorized
and directed to pay for telephone
service, office supplies and other rea-
sonable and necessary expenses for
the use of the members of the Sen-
ate during any period the Legislature
is not in Session, such expenses to be
paid from H. B. 374 passed by the
Regular Session of the 59th Legisla-
ture, 1965, and H. B. No. 12 passed
by the Regular Session of the 59th
Legislature, 1965, and H. B. No. 12
passed by the First Called Session
of the 59th Legislature, or any other
funds appropriated for the use of the
Senate on vouchers approved by the
Chairman of the Contingent Ex-
pense Committee and the Lieutenant
Governor in accordance with regula-
tions governing such expenditures
approved by the Lieufenant Gover-

Resolved, That payment for ex-
penses for supplies, telephone, sal-
aries, stamps or any other reasen-
able and necessary expenses for any
member of the Senate during any
calendar month shall not be in excess
of 8400.00.
