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CHAPTER 663
S.B. No. 1690

AN ACT relating to the boundaries of the Real-Edwards Conservation and Reclamation District.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:

SECTION 1. Section 1, Chapter 841, Acts of the 56th Legislature, Regular Session,
1959, is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 1. (a) There is hereby created within the boundaries provided by Subsection (b) of
this section hereinbelow-defined, in the counties of Edwards and Real, a conservation and
reclamation district, to be known as the “Real-Edwards Conservation and Reclamation
District” (hereinafter called the “District”) to have and exercise the powers hereinafter
granted, for the following purposes:

(1) () The control, storing, preservation and distribution of storm and flood waters
within the District, ahd the waters of the rivers and streams therein;

(2) (b) The conservation, preservation, development and recharging of the underground
waters and water-bearing formations within the District; and

(3) () The conservation and development of the soil, and the reclamation and irrigation
of lands within the District.

(b) The boundaries of the district are coterminous with the boundaries of the
counties of Edwards and Real.

(c) The legislature finds [The
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found-and-determined] that all of the territory and taxable property contained within the
[sueh] boundaries of the district provided by Subsection (b) of this section will be
benefited by the works and improvements of the District.

SECTION 2. This Act takes effect September 1, 1989,

SECTION 8. The importance of this legislation and the crowded condition of the
calendars in both houses create an emergency and an imperative public necessily that the
constitutional rule requiring bills to be read on three several days in each house be
suspended, and this rule is hereby suspended.
